Here are some “Heads Up’s” for our upcoming week at Camp Cherry Valley:

Plan Ahead:

Merit Badges: Each scout has the opportunity to earn merit badges and advance rank(s) while at camp. It is important to DECIDE NOW which badges he wishes to earn. Review  the requirements carefully for each badge, and the do the activities which cannot be done at camp before going to camp so the planned badges are completed at camp

Fees:  


All of us received a $10.00 per camper on-time payment discount because Troop 21 advanced the difference between fees received and outstanding fees.  Almost everyone has since turned in their final payment, but I would ask those, who haven’t to do so ASAP, so the troop can be reimbursed. Forms Required:

Proof of Physical:   Each adult and scout attending camp MUST provide proof of a complete physical exam signed by a physician. Campers and adults under 40 must have had a physical within the past 36 months;  all campers must have a parental update form (Personal Health and Medical Record Form)  completed within the past 12 months.  Adults 40 yrs and above must have had  a physical with in the past 12 months.  No adult or camper will be allowed to remain at camp without these completed forms.   (Forms will be available at a later meeting.)

Firearm Permission Form:   All scouts wishing to  use the rifle range must have a firearm permission form signed by a parent.  Without this form scouts WILL NOT be allowed on the range.  The same applies for the Archery and BB gun ranges.  (These forms will also be made available at a later meeting.)

Special Dietary Needs:

If your son has special dietary needs, please notify the camp in writing and/or by telephone at least two weeks prior to camp.  

What to Bring:


Campers:

1. Gear bags—military-type duffel is best

2. Sleeping bag

3. Jacket

4. Scout uniform to be worn while traveling

5. Swim trunks and beach towel

6. Bath towel

7. Toiletries kit:  toothbrush and paste, soap, chapstick, personal medication, etc.

8. Flashlight

9. Change of clothes:  long pants, shorts, and shirts

10. Underwear

11. Socks

12. Hat

13. Scout book

14. Sun screen

15. Watch

16. Rain gear

17. Canteens or drinking bottles

18. COMPLETED MEDICAL FORM

19. Small personal first aid kit

20. Day pack

21. Hiking shoes

22. Water shoes are recommended.

23. “Ten Essentials”

Troop Equipment:

1. American flag

2. Troop flag

3. Electric battery lantern (No flames of any kind may be used, since they are illegal on the island.)

Fishing Poles:

All fishing poles must be in a hard case. You may not carry them with you on the boat, since they will be stowed with luggage.

What to Bring (Cont’d)

Clearly label each piece of luggage with the following:
Scout Name

CCV

Attach a red tag, or piece of red yarn or tape to each piece of luggage.   All gear should be packed in the scout’s luggage, and nothing should be attached outside.  Please DO NOT pack fragile or breakable items.

Extra Expenses:


Your scout may wish to begin saving money for Cherry Valley.  There is a store which offers candy, soda, supplies, t-shirts, etc.   The average scout will spend about $45-$60
