Troop 21 July 2006 outing – Gould Mesa evening bike ride:

Date: 7/24/06

Where: From the Windsor Ave parking lot up to Gould Mesa  Campground (about 3 miles – slightly uphill) and back.

Purpose: Do some mountain bike riding, maybe do some swimming and generally have fun!

Cost: Free

Important! – No bike riders will be allowed without an approved helmet!

Drop Off time on Monday: 6:00 PM at JPL Overlook on Windsor Ave. (see map or) Directions: From the 210 Freeway, get off at Windsor and go North towards the mountains. After about 3/4 mi. When you get near where the road curves to the right, (Ventura Street) look for a turnout/parking area on your left. This is the JPL overlook.

Pick up: Same place at 9:00 PM  

Transportation to and from the parking lot are the responsibility of each scout’s family. Remember you need to get your bike and helmet there too!

IMPORTANT NOTE : There is no drinking water at Gould Mesa. We are right on the stream, but you would need to filter or purify the water to drink it. Bring your own drinking water.

What to bring?

· A bike helmet – NOBODY rides without one!

· Bike. Obviously, you will need to bring your bike. A mountain bike is best – this would be hard on a road bike. Whatever bike you bring MUST be in good working order. If you show up with a bike that is unsafe (like the brakes don’t work) , you will not be allowed to go. Walking your bike out for 2 or 3 miles makes for a LONG walk.

· Bring your 10 essentials, as always.

· Bring a tire patch kit, a spare tube (for your size tire) or even better, both!

· Tools and a small tire pump if you have them.

· Bring snacks if you wish.

· Bring 2 quarts of water that you can carry in your pack or on the bike.

· Gloves are helpful for keeping hands protected and cushioning the bumps.

· A bathing suit (if you want to try the river) & towel.
